Timer – Push button hand dryers use a heavy duty
timer with oversized electrical contacts for extended life. 
Turns on with a light touch. Turns off automatically.

Automatic Sensor – Solid state microprocessor
controlled infrared sensor:
     Hand Dryer turns on when hands are under the air 
outlet and turns off when hands are removed. Override 
turns hand dryer off in 60 seconds if hands are not 
removed.
     Hair Dryer* (H) option available on automatic units 
only. Turns on for 80 seconds and automatically turns off.

Heating Element – Constructed of NiChrome resistance
wire with automatic resetting thermostat. Side mounted 
heating element operates in the black range for maximum life.

DRYER PLACEMENT :
Dryers should be placed at least 2 feet apart and at least 12” 
from washbasin. Do not install dryer over washbasin. Automatic 
dryers should be at least 18” above any projection which may 
interfere with the operation of the automatic sensor.

DRYER INSTALLATION: 
Hand dryers require a dedicated circuit (max. 20 amp) and 
must be properly grounded. One side of dryer should be 
mounted to stud. All surface mount dryers are provided with 
conduit entrances for both in wall and surface wiring.

QUANTITY ESTIMATE, HAND DRYER:
Average traffic washroom..............1 dryer per 2 washbasins 
Heavy traffic washroom..................1 dryer per washbasin 
54” wash fountain...........................4 dryers per sink
